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DICK P. CASE MEMORIAL SCHOLARSHIP 
 

Dick P. Case was born March 19, 1919.  He graduated from Dexter High School in 1936.  After school Dick 
entered Ithaca College and graduated in 1941 with a Bachelor in Science with a major in music education. 
 
In November 1945 Dick began his teacher career in Dexter when he became supervisor of instrumental and vocal 
music at Dexter High School.  When the merger of the Dexter and Brownville schools took place, Dick held the 
same position in the new General Brown Central School District. 
 
During his teaching career, Dick continued his education, receiving his master’s degree from Ithaca in 1950 and 
another masters from St. Lawrence University in 1953.  Dick not only held a teaching license, but also was certified 
in guidance and administration. 
 
Over the years the General Brown music program became one of the strong points in the school’s program.  Mr. 
Case taught his students discipline and responsibility.  Many of his pupils became accomplished musicians in their 
own right.  He was highly esteemed by his fellow workers and the citizens of the General Brown community. 
 
In the spring of 1978 Dick Case announced his retirement from teaching.  This news saddened all who knew Dick 
and was accepted with regret by the General Brown Board of Education.  We were all happy to see Dick able to 
enjoy a well-deserved retirement, but it was all too short.  On Saturday, February 3, 1979, Dick died.  As a tribute to 
Dick, the General Brown High School suspended operations on Monday morning, February 5th, as all staff attended 
his funeral and said a last goodbye.

Sam Johnson for whom this scholarship is named was the chief of police for the village of Dexter, NY for 12 
years.  He performed his many duties as a police officer with dedication and devotion, making our village a 
safer place to live.  Whenever an emergency arose, Sam was always there to provide assistance. 
 
Yes, he was firm in his convictions but he was fair in his decisions.  He loved his job, making many friends 
along the way.  He earned our respect and will be missed by all those he touched, especially our youth. 
 
Following his untimely death on September 11, 1987, his many friends felt it only proper that his memory live 
in the form of a scholarship.  The scholarship is to be awarded annually to help a needy General Brown 
Senior attend Jefferson Community College in the Criminal Justice Department. 
 
It is our hope that one day, a scholarship recipient will return to follow in Sam’s footsteps. 
 
The scholarship will be awarded annually for two consecutive years to the chosen and qualified recipient 
beginning with the fall semester in 1988. 
 
The total scholarship value for the first year will be the interest earned as of that date.  Hopefully, it will be 
worth $125.00. 
 
In the event the recipient fails to complete their first (freshman) year, transfers to a different department or to 
another college, the recipient forfeits their second year eligibility.

After the first year the amount of the two scholarships will be the total interest earned for that year divided by 
two.  Ex:   If the total interest earned is $250.00, each scholarship will be worth $125.00.  If $300.00 is earned 
each scholarship will be worth $150.00.  Interest rates will vary, consequently, the scholarship amounts will 
vary.
